òI was born and raised in Southern Kansas. My parents, a 

doctor and a nurse, were strong Christians.  I had one 

older sister and still have one younger sister.  My older 

sister was killed in an automobile accident at age six-

teen.  She was killed on Fatherõs Day and my parentõs 

Twentieth Wedding Anniversary.  I was thirteen at the 

time of her death. 

 

Even though I realized that I had a call on my life for minis-

try, I rebelled to the point where I basically lost track of 

three years of my life through addiction.  At age twenty-

one I wound up in Teen Challenge Center in Philadelphia, 

PA where I was on the run from people connected to or-

ganized crime.  It was there that through the influence of 

an elderly woman named, Aunt Madge, I came to the sav-

ing faith in Christ Jesus.  A few months later, I was baptized 

in the Holy Spirit through the ministry of a former crime 

boss named Jack Long.   

 

After graduation from Friendõs University with a BA in 

Church Music, I became a Divisional Manager for Sheplerõs 

Inc., the Worldõs Largest Western Stores.  I parlayed this 

into a career of designing and selling Western Tack & Sad-

dlery.   

 

Shortly after moving to Columbus, OH in 1978, I played 

 Pastor Bob Swanger (Docõs Father) in the finals of a tennis 

tournament.  After the match, which he won, Pastor Bob 

reached across the net, hugged me, and proclaimed, ôSteve, 

weõve met for a far greater purpose than just to play ten-

nis.õ  Having recently been through a divorce and a series 

of emotional setbacks, I had no idea how providential this 

encounter would turn out to be.  Pastor Bob and his family 

seemed to embrace and welcome me as one more mem-

ber of the extended Swanger Family.    

 

From the ministry perspective I had the honor of serving as 

a worship leader, soloist and set-up man for Pastor Bob for 

eight years.  From a personal perspective during the last 

forty years there has not been a single good thing in my life 

that does not bear its roots or influence from Pastor Bob 

and Dorcas Swanger.    

 

In 1986, my wife Wanda and I founded Better Way Minis-

tries.  In the years that have passed, The Better Way and 

its subsequent ministry Columbus Dream Center have 

provided spiritual support and life-resources to over six-

hundred-thousand of Central Ohioõs poverty-stricken 

adults, sexually-abused children and at-risk youth.  For a

Steve still serves as the President of the Board of Directors 

and as a Presbyter for several churches and ministries. He 

is leading a ministry project called òThe Journey of Lifeó 

which is a series of video stories telling the life-stories of 

people he and Wanda encountered during their years on 

the streets.

vice broke out on that Grey Hound bus. The old 

preacher laid his hands on my head and asked God to 
place a calling on my life to serve Him. 

 
My wife and I feel the strong tug of God to reenter the 

vocational ministry. The reason we feel strongly about 
moving my licensure to HNI is in your very name. As 

Deb and I have prayed we feel that we desire to sur-
round ourselves with a genuine network of like-minded, 

harvest focused brothers and sisters.ó     
   

Tom has an exceptional gift for music and has recorded 
two CDs and was the lead singer in a country gospel 
quartet for 5 years. He says his wife, Deb, is the finest 

example of a Christian woman he has ever met. To-
gether, they mentor residents of the Minnesota Adult
